Approaches to the truth.

We can approach it from within – after the Sinai Revelation, Exodus, and other miracles.

There is also a way to attain it from without – Avrohom, and any non-Jew was/is responsible to attain the truth of monotheism – and the seven Noachide laws through his own logic.

Before Avrohom there were other “rabbi’s” (monotheists) but they couldn’t get a following like him. Obviously, it isn’t so simple to understand or teach.

We have to differentiate between what we know, and the questions we have. Questions are not necessarily refutations. They sometimes frustrate, but they do not refute, necessarily. We have to be able to live with questions, after we have validated basic truths.

We cannot suppose to answer all the questions right now. We can try to attain truths, and work out the questions over time. Some of the questions will have to remain with us.

Case in point: Avrohom at the Akeida – he didn’t know what G-d wanted of him, he didn’t know how to reconcile what was happening with what G-d said, with G-ds’ running of the world. But, he knew G-d runs the world, and he didn’t’ let his questions put doubt in that. That isn’t easy – that is 
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
