Sacrifices
Every day:

תמיד של שחר+ תמיד של בין הערביים

1 כבש lamb (one year old) in the morning and 1 in the late afternoon

Each one is brought with it's appropriate flour offering (.1 איפה fine flour, with .25הין oil) and the appropriate wine libation (.25 הין wine) 

Shabbat we add
:

2 כבש lambs (with their appropriate flour offering .2איפה fine flour, with oil and the appropriate wine libation)

On Rosh Chodesh (The beginning of the Jewish Month) we add the following:

2 פרים Cows 

1 איל (Ram?)

7 כבש (one year old) lambs

Each cow gets 3*.1איפה of flour offering mixed with oil. ½ הין wine libation

Each איל  (ram?) gets 2*.1 איפה of flour offering mixed with oil. 1/3 הין wine libation

Each lamb gets .1 איפה of flour offering mixed with oil. ¼ הין wine libation

These were all עולה  offerings. That all of the offering is burned for Hashem.
We also bring a שעיר עזים (young goat?) for a חטאת to forgive for sins.

� The sacrifices of Shabbat are added to the regular sacrifices, they are therefore called sacrifices of מוסף  Mussaf – which litteraly means "added". The Shabbat prayer that corresponds to these sacrifices is in turn called the מוסף Mussaf Prayer.
