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Sacrifices can be brought from 5 kinds of creatures: 

1. Cattle (Cow or Ox)
2. Sheep

3. Goats

4. Tor Bird

5. Pigeon

There are, primarily, 4 types of sacrifices: 

1. Olah (all of the sacrifies goes up to the altar to be burned)

2. Chatas (sin offering)
3. Asham 

4. Shelamim (whole offering)

There are also 3 types of exceptional Korban Yachid – Personal Sacrifice

1. Korban Pesach

2. Bechor (first born animal)

3. Ma'aser (a tenth of the animals one has – that also must be offered)

Public offerings קרבנות ציבור
All public sacrifices are either Olah or Chatas

The Public Offerings are:

1. 2 Olah sacrifices brought every day – one in the morning and one in the afternoon. These are called Korban Tamid – meaning the consistent sacrifice. They are thus called because every day in the Temple began and ended with these sacrifices
. 

2. Musaf of Shabat
3. Musaf of Rosh Chodesh
4. Musaf of Holidays

5. Chatas of Yom Kippur
6. If the high court erred in something that pertains to idol worship, each tribe has to bring a cow as an Olah and a goat as a Chatas. These goats are called שעירי עבודה זרה  the goats of Avodah Zarah!
7. If the high court erred in ruling with regard to other mitzvoth, they must bring a cow for a chatas that is called פר העלם דבר של ציבור The cow of the obscured thing (the law that was obscured from the eyes of the high court) that is brought by the congregation.

Private Sacrifices קרבנות יחיד 
The Personal Offerings are:

Bechor – first born animals

Ma'aser – Tithe of the animals

Pesach- Pascal offering

Chagiga- the Holiday Shelamim

Re'iyah- Olah brought on occasion of seeing the Temple on the Holiday

Korban Ger- Olah  brought as part of the Ger's conversion process (can be 2 animals one for an Olah and one for Shelamim  or 2 birds – both of which will be an Olah)
Voluntary Olah
Voluntary Shelamim

Shelamim brought with the Holy Bread – commonly called Todah

Nazir brings Olah, Chatat, Shelamim

Metzorah (Leper?) brings Chatat, Asham, Olah

Zav – one that has a flow
 - part of the purification process is the bringing of a Chatat and Olah
Yoledet- Post-Partum Sacrifice that a women gives after delivering a child, as part of her purification process – consists of a Chatat and an Olah

Chatat- Sacrifice Brought by someone who accidentally transgressed a prohibition לא תעשה that carries a Karet
 penalty if done deliberately. 
If one is in doubt whether he transgressed such a prohibition, he brings a Asham, more specifically called Asham Taluy (The Asham that is "Hanging" – as is this doubt "hanging" because it won't be settled)

Ashham- there are certain sins for which one brings and Asham
The Kohen Gadol (high Priest) brings a personal Olah and Chatat on Yom Kipur.
� There is one exception – the sacrifice of Shavu'os that is brought with the bread offering – the two sheep brought with the breads are the only public Shelamim. A public sacrifice is never a bird offering or an Asham offering.


� No exceprions, including on Shabbat, Yom Kippur, etc.


� By males it is similar to a seminal discharge, only it is of  a slightly different color and is discharged when the male organ is limp


By females it is identical to a period, only the onset is during a time that she should ordinarily be clean.


� Karet litteraly means to be cut off – it is a punishment that the torah says the person will be cut off from his people – meaning either that he will die young, will have his children die young, both, or will be cut off from the Jewish people in the world to come. Possibly all 3 explanations. Some examples of prohibitions that carry this weight: Yom Kippur, Coming Close to one's wife when she is a Niddah, Chamets on Pesach, and more.
